Every one of the 2000+ children in the six schools has designed, created and
painted a clay heart with every year group from Reception (red) to Year 6 (purple) being involved in the
collaboration. Over the course of the term, the hearts are travelling (with appropriate isolation gaps)
between each school, who then have them for a week to display in any way they decide.

They are currently with Christ Church Juniors, where the children decided that they wanted to display the
hearts as part of a giant heart to link in with our termly value of humility which involves showing love to
others and putting others before yourself. We have explored examples of how people have been doing
this during lockdown and how they can play their part in helping others too. It links in with our decision to
have a weekly 'Moment of Joy' so that in this challenging time, children have at least one exciting, wow,
interesting or different moment every week to look forward to. It is incredible to be part of the Ignite
schools hub, who are all so committed to actively supporting the mental health and wellbeing of every
child and adult within our schools and it has been wonderful to celebrate this joy together with this
project, led by the art leaders across the schools.
